B.    School H: Network Observation Patterns
Group 1 & 2
· In 6 out of 8 observations, the same or similar assignments had been given numerous times prior to today’s lesson
· In  6 out of 8 observations teachers called on students with hands raised
· In 5 out of 6 observations whiteboards were utilized to project images
· Teacher questioning was at the fact/recall level
· After teachers elicited a correct response, they quickly moved on
· In all observations students provided correct answers
· In all observations students worked individually
· In 7 out of 8 observations, teachers asked all the questions
· All students responded to the assignments in the same way
· Students understood assignments but couldn’t articulate the purpose
· Students said they would know if they had done a good job when the teacher told them
· All students were given the same assignment
· All task work involved routine and procedure
· Teachers clearly articulated strategies required by students to complete assignments
· Many students did not finish assignments in the allotted time

Group 3 & 4
· In all classes all students were given the same assignment
· In 3 out of 4 classes the assignments had been done a number of times on previous occasions, and students followed routines to perform the task
· Children had access to at least one resource to do the task in all classrooms
· In all classrooms the students were doing what they were asked
· Teachers emphasized completing tasks within a set time
· Wait time for a response to teacher questioning was less than 3 seconds 
· Students worked individually on assignments
· Assignments were at the remembering level



Group 5 & 6
· In all classes, assignments were devised and directed by the teacher
· In all classrooms, artefacts were on display for student reference
· When asked about the purpose of their learning, 10 out of 11 students asked responded by restating the assignment
· Open ended questions were observed in 3 out of 5 classrooms
· Both questions asked by students were about procedures
· In 3 out of 5 classrooms, tasks were at a level of recall and understanding
· Assignment were either whole class or individual with all students working on the same assignment
· Students participated by following instructions and worked to complete them
· In all classrooms there was evidence that drills, protocols and processes were known and followed by students
· In 4 out of 5 classrooms whiteboards were used as overhead projectors
· Teachers determined the activity and groupings
